All withdrawals will be made on the
1st or 10th of the month (or on the next business day) when premium is due. Autopay
will terminate [1] when you (or bank depositor, if other than the Certificate owner)
provide Great-West 30 days written notice; or [2] at Great-West’s election, upon 30 days
written notice to you and/or the bank depositor; or [3] at the discretion of Great-West,
if your designated bank does not transfer funds. In this case, you will receive a lapse
notice detailing how to reinstate your coverage. Should the Autopay program terminate,
